Wheels Down: The New Runway is Complete

After months of planning, coordination, and construction, the Golden Triangle RC Club officially has-a brand
new runway.

For many members, seeing the finished asphalt stretch across the field was a moment worth pausing for. Wt
was once petromat and somewhat compacted ground is now a smooth, permanent surface that will serve the
club for years to come.

The cigarettébutt litter at the field must stop.

Despite reminders, the amount of cigarette waste around the property has recently reached an unacceptable
level. Butts have been found across the fifetuin the parking lot to underneath the tables in the pit area. Both
the City of Grand Prairie and the runway contractor noticed and mentioned it to me. Not critically, but with
genuine surprise at how many there were.

To address this, the club purchased dedicated cigarette receptacles and asked members where they should
placed. They were installed exactly where requested, yet they were still not used. | later moved them under tl
pit area beside thetrashca@svy en t hough s moki ng t ganmkeidispadallegsieri s n 6
Even then, they welargelyignored.

Instead, cigarette butts have been thrown directly into the trash bags or left on the groundor disisestop
because it creates a fire risk and because | typically haul the trash home, and the bags become extremely
unpleasant when filled with cigarette waste. Unfortunately, the problem has continued. On top of that, one of
the receptacles the club puasted was vandalized. This week we even found ashes flicked into theqityta
urinal.

After discussing this with the club officers, we are giving the membership one final opportunity to correct the
issue. The vandalized receptacle will be repladéowever, if cigarettdoutt litter continues, the officers will

bring forward a vote to make the fiséddmpletely smokefree. Based on member feedback, that motion would
likely pass. At that point the bylaws would be amended to allow enforcement actions, including banning repe:
violators from the field if necessary.

None of us want it to come to that.

The solution is simple: if you smoke, please use the receptacles provided or take your waste with you. And if
you see someone dropping litter, say something. Holding each other accountable is part of maintaining the ki
of club we all want to belong to.

1 However, the contractor raised concerns abofttsoil conditions noting that a road grader was
sinking slightly where it had been parked.

1 The contractor suggested the possibilitppérating from compacted dirt or potentially returning to
petromat runway material.

1 Jason rejected both options and reaffirmed that the club expeetsptiat runway originally
planned.

The contractor agreed pmuse work until Monday to allow the ground to dry before attempting asphalt
installation on a test section.

The first aid kit provides quick access to basic medical supplies
should someone need assistance.

Damaging, removing, or tampering with
them means they may not be available when someone truly needs them.
